The appeal was filed by the Director General of the Communications and
Information Technology Regulatory Authority (CITRA) in his capacity as
(Appellant) and the Minister of Communication in his capacity as (Appellant).

In the ruling, the appeal was rejected, and the court ordered the Appellants to pay
the Respondent the total amount of KD 43,817,594 (approx. QAR 510 million).
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
